Additionally, our
dancers, led by Ms. Hanson, have been participating in Tiger Drill, Dancer,
Tigerette Choreography camp this week

Over the summer, construction began at the entrance of the building to
comply with new Legislative requirements to promote student safety.
Visitors will only be allowed access to the office upon arrival. To leave the
office area, all visitors will need to be escorted by a GMS staff member .

For this upcoming school year, there are a few procedural changes. One is
that our EXCEL class will no longer be with the student's 6th period
teacher. It will now be a separate class after 6th period. This allows for
more teachers to be available for EXCEL and smaller class sizes during this
time. Additionally, we will no longer require students to wear student IDs
which will cut down on lunch detentions and free up our front office staff
to support visitors with our new entry way.

To Install the Where's the Bus App
